Novice – must not have won ASHLA class or ASHLA Novice 
award at any Capital City Royals or ASH National Show on 
day of judging. The highest score out of those eligible for 
Novice Status will be the Novice ASHLA Rider Winner. The 
ASHLA Novice Award is for seniors only and can only be 
won once in a riders lifetime.
